ORDER DISMISSING APPEAL

th this Court on August 9, 2011. This Court

cannot proceed with this appeal because itwas not properly filed and the Appellant failed

to pursue his appeal.

Rule 1 ofthe Rules of Appellate Procedure in the Confederated Salish and

Kootenai Tribes Law Codified (2003) says in relevant part, "(1) An appeal shall be taken

by filing anotice of appeal with the Appellate Administrator, with acopy tothe Clerk of

theTribal Court within 20 days ofthe date ofthe final judgment ororder ofthe trial

court. Failure of an appellant to timely file a notice of appeal isground for dismissal of

the appeal."

Mr. Adams filed hisNotice of Appeal with the Appellate Court Administrator. He

did not file acopy of that Notice of Appeal with the Clerk ofthe Tribal Court. Rule 5of

the Rules of Appellate Procedure also specifies that an appellant must pay a filing fee. An

appellant may request awaiver ofthat fee and proceed with his appeal. However, no

waiver was requested and Rule 5 very clearly says that failure to pay the fee isgrounds

for dismissal. Without completing the second filing and paying the fee, the Appellant has

failed to pursue his appeal. This Court is left with no choice but to dismiss this appeal.
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
